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INSTRUCTION FOR ONLINE BID SUBMISSION

The bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the Central Public Procurement (CPP)

REGISTRATION

(i) Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public Procurement Portal
(URL:https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app)by clickingon the link “Online Bidder Enrollment” option available
on the home page. Enrolment on the CPP Portal is free of charge.

(ii) During enrolment/ registration, the bidders should provide the correct/ true information including valid email-
id & mobile no. All the correspondence shall be made directly with the contractors/ bidders through email-
id provided.

(iii) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username and assign a
password for their accounts.

@iv) For e-tendering possession of valid Digital Signature Certificate (Class II or Class I1I Certificates with signing
key usage) is mandatory which can be obtained from SIFY /nCode/eMudra or any Certifying Authority
recognized by CCA India on eToken/ SmartCard.

) Upon enrolment on CPP Portal for e-tendering, the bidders shall register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate with their profile.

(vi) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Bidders are responsible to ensure that they do not lend
their DSCs to others which may lead to misuse and should ensure safety of the same.

There are various search options built in the CPP Portal to facilitate bidders to search active tenders by several
parameters.

For preparation of bid Bidders shall search the tender from published tender list available on site and
download the complete tender document and should take into account corrigendum if any published before
submitting their bids.

After selecting the tender document same shall be moved to the ‘My favourite’ folder of bidders account
from where bidder can view all the details of the tender document.
Bidder shall go through the tender document carefully to understand the documents required to be submitted

as part of the bid. Bidders shall note the number of covers in which the bid documents have to be submitted,
the number of documents — including the names and content of each of the document that need to be
submitted. Any deviations from these may lead to rejection of the bid.

Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that he/ she upload the bid in time i.e.
on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be responsible for any delay.

Bidder should prepare the EMD as per the instructions specified in the NIT/ tender document. The details of
the DD/BC/BG/ others physically sent, should tally with the details available in the scanned copy and the
data entered during bid submission time. Otherwise the uploaded bid will be rejected.

While submitting the bids online, the bidder shall read the terms & conditions (of CPP portal) and accepts
the same in order to proceed further to submit their bid.

The bidders are cautioned that uploading of financial bid elsewhere i.e. other than in cover 2 will result
in rejection of the tender.
